e Skirts must be smart, plain and black; and of
an appropriate length.

Trainers permitted if plain black, branding is permitted but must be black. Branding of any other colour should be covered or removed;
If socks are visible whilst standing must be black or white;

Black boots are permitted (up to calf level). Heels no more than 4 cm.
